Assistance to DHR/Local Government: Site Assessments after Hurricane Irma

Staff from the Northeast Region worked with various agencies and municipalities to assess
impacts from Hurricane Irma at sites throughout the Northeast Region. Efforts included
coordinating with the GTM Research Reserve for continued monitoring of Shell Bluff Landing,
visiting cemeteries throughout St. Johns County, reporting downed trees at Mt. Royal to BAR
and offering support to New Smyrna Beach in the removal of debris at the Old Stone Wharf. In
total, staff and volunteers visited 41 sites in September and continue to check on more through
October.
